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The B’nai Amoona Congregation, established in 1881, is one of the largest congregations in the Conservative Movement.  Originally known as the Krakower (Polish) Shul, it has a membership of more than 1000 families.  Its University City building, designed by Eric Mendelsohn, was a nationally-known architectural landmark.  The congregation moved to its present location at 324 S. Mason Rd. in 1987.
