Today Saul Brodsky Jewish Community Library, which opened on May 1, 1982, contains more than 18,000 volumes of Judaica.  Patrons, who come from the Jewish & non-Jewish community, use the library as a primary resource for research on Jewish topics. 
With the planned construction of the new St. Louis Jewish Federation building in the late 1970s, the Federation put forth a proposal to merge all the disparate libraries within the community (CAJE, JCRC, Holocaust Center, Jewish Light and Tannie Lewin Judaica Library at the JCCA) into one Jewish Community Library housed in the new facility.  In 1981 the JCCA Library Committee approved the merger of the Tannie Lewin Library with the new library, and they made plans to move all materials over to the new facility shortly thereafter.

Materials within the collection that predate the 1982 opening of the Saul Brodsky Library primarily relate to the Tannie Lewin Judaica Library at the JCCA.
