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St. Louis’ remarkable Carnovsky siblings included an outstanding musician, actor and academicians.  Morris Carnovsky, probably the most well-known to a broad audience, starred in numerous Broadway plays and Hollywood movies.  Gertrude Carnovsky was the Women’s Director of the local YMHA in the 1930s and then went on to have a long career as assistant dean of faculty at Brandeis University.  Leon Carnovsky, a trained philosopher and librarian, went on to a long career teaching in the Graduate Library School at the University of Chicago.  Locally, Deborah Rosenblum, nee Carnovsky, was a well-respected pianist who participated in and led the Ladies Friday Musical Club for many years.
