Fleishman, Alfred, 1938-2000

Alfred Fleishman, a trained pharmacist, was interested in writing and Jewish communal affairs.  He spent most of the 1930s in St. Louis city politics, was a member of the Young Democrats, appointed superintendent of recreation for the city in 1933, and in 1934 was named chief deputy circuit clerk under H. Sam Priest.  When Priest later served as president of the Board of Police Commissioners, Fleishman was his public relations advisor.  Mr. Fleishman was also a founding member of the Jewish Coordinating Council, now the JCRS, in 1938.

In 1942 Fleishman was commissioned as a Captain in the Army Reserve, where he trained women military transport pilots.  He went to the Pentagon in 1943 and was subsequently awarded the Legion of Merit.  While still in the military in late 1945, Fleishman was given a leave of duty for three months to lead a team to study the situation of Displaced Jews in the American Zone of Germany.  As such, he wrote one of the first official reports on conditions in the European Displaced Persons camps.

Upon his discharge from the service as a Major in 1946, Al Fleishman joined a journalistic friend Bob Hillard in establishing the Fleishman-Hillard public relations agency, one of the largest independent agencies of its kind in the United States.  Fleishman served many years as the personal public relations consultant of August A. Busch, Jr., and Anheuser-Busch, Inc. was among Fleishman-Hillard’s major clients.  Mr. Fleishman was also a Jewish Federation Board member for many decades and was its president in 1964, the first president to come from an Eastern European background.
