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Norman S. Fox was born and educated in Russia.  After serving two years in the army, and refusing to serve longer, Fox went AWOL.  When he was captured they placed him in a camp for political prisoners, from which he escaped in 1920.  The following year he immigrated to the United States and went back to college at Boston University where he obtained a graduate degree from the College of Business Administration.  Later he moved to St. Louis and opened his own accounting firm.  
Through the years Mr. Fox continued to be very involved in what was happening in the Soviet Union, and with Jews throughout the world.  This was especially true during the 1950s through the 1980s.  Norman Fox was a volunteer with or member of the American Red Cross, Big Brothers, the American Jewish Congress and the Jewish Federation of St. Louis among many others.  Norman Fox’s son, Sam, has had a long and well-respected career in St. Louis, earning him the Woodrow Wilson Corporate Citizenship Award and the one of the 2003 St. Louis Citizen of the Year Awards.
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
