Isserman, (Rabbi) Ferdinand Collection, 1928-1997

Rabbi Ferdinand Isserman was devoted to interfaith activity.  While in Toronto in 1928, Rabbi Isserman and the Rev. E. Crosley Hunter, a Presbyterian minister, took part in the first interfaith pulpit exchange in the British Empire.  Rabbi Isserman succeeded the late Rabbi Leon Harrison at Temple Israel in 1929 and by the end of WWII was a nationally recognized figure in interfaith activities.  He was also one of the first to warn of the calamity threatening German and European Jewry, after making three visits to Nazi Germany in the 1930s.
