JCC AIDS, 1960-1964

(0.25 cu ft) [Location 5.5]
Created in 1961 as the women’s volunteer group for the St. Louis Jewish Community Centers Association, the JCC Aids were charged with interpreting the JCCA to the community, supplementing the professional staff and enriching programs.  They handled everything from the day nursery and senior citizens programs to providing drivers and doing clerical duties.  They saw their mandate as dedicating themselves “to an educational and volunteer program which would emphasize the philosophy of the Jewish Community Centers Association.”
