Prominent Jewish citizens met on October 30, 1906, and the Jewish Chautauqua Society was born.  Their goal was to promote the arts, literature, history and other elevated pursuits, not to mention that most of them were connected with the YMHA at the time.  Later, the Jewish Chautauqua Society became the educational arm of the National Federation of Temple Brotherhoods, an affiliate of the Union of American Hebrew Congregations.
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
