In 1909 a group of Orthodox immigrant wives formed the Jewish Orphan Home Society, and in 1919 they opened the Jewish Orphan’s Home at 3117 Lafayette Ave.  A men’s auxiliary was later formed to assist in fundraising for a new building.  The group bought three acres at 6630 Oakland Ave., and groundbreaking took place in October 1927.  Subsequently renamed the Jewish Children’s Home, the agency and home merged with the Sommers Children’s Bureau to create the Jewish Child Welfare Association.
