As a result of the rise of the National UJA Women’s Division after WWII, women of St. Louis banded together to create the Women’s Division of the St. Louis Jewish Federation in 1948 as “a permanent committee of the federation in recognition of the very important role that women perform in the community life.”  The mandate of the Division was to provide communication, education about health & welfare issues in the community, leadership skills, overseas needs, budgeting and social planning.  The Women’s Division was known for its annual campaign fundraising.  The Division had its own board of directors, officers, by-laws & policies.  The President and Campaign Chairman of the Division were automatically members of the Federation board.
