The Jewish Alliance of America established a branch in St. Louis in the 1890s to assist Eastern European immigrants adjust to their new lives here.  Together with the St. Louis Hebrew Free and Industrial School, the Alliance ran night classes for adults and day nurseries for children of working mothers.  They also placed new immigrants in jobs.  In 1899 the Alliance and the United Hebrew Relief Association merged into the United Jewish Charities of St. Louis, the direct predecessor of today’s Jewish Federation.

In 1901 the United Jewish Charities of St. Louis merged with other groups to become the Jewish Charitable and Educational Union of St. Louis.  On March 11, 1916 JCEU changed its name to the Federation of Jewish Charities of St. Louis, then again in 1925 to the Jewish Federation of St. Louis.  Today the Federation oversees 20 agencies, providing services such as children’s camps, family counseling, Jewish education, health services, employment assistance and campus activities.  Funding comes from an annual campaign.
